Garburetor
! Float

By Steve Lech

Every time I slowed down or stopped, my 1931 Slant

Windshield Town Sedan would die. Often, even the act
of taking my foot off the throttle button led to it dying.
Not sputtering, not acting like it wanted to stay running ...
just dead!

I started with the obvious. I cleaned out the fuel

system, and everything looked fine. But when I put things
back together, the engine would still die.

I hope I ¢an save someone else the issues I've just had.

Dozens of people said to check the float level. Over
several weeks, I checked it, rechecked it, re-rechecked
it, and even re-re-rechecked it. I shimmed the valve up,
down, left, right, back and forth ... and still the problem
persisted, If anything, it got worse.

Next | purchased a fuel level gauge from Renner’s
Corner. I hooked it up as instructed. The instructions said
the fuel level should be %" below the top of the bottom
casting. I checked the fuel level with the gauge ... and it
was a full inch below the casting! There was no way I was
going to shim my way out of that much.

'Then, someone on Ford Barn said to check the weight
of the new float I had put in. Some of the imports, he said,

= may be too light. The
floats are supposed to
be 31.5 grams give or
take. But my little scale
indicated that mine was
just 25! It was fully 20
percent too light.

As an experiment,
I glued 6.5 grams
of washers onto the
float, reassembled the

carburetor, and reinstalled it.

Guess what: No more problem!
'The car not only slows down
without dying, it does so without
even sputtering!

Word to the wise: Check the
weight of your new float and don’t
use the imports! (This one was
made in Argentina. Luckily, I had
purchased two of them.)

With a too-light float, thuel level measured 1 inch below the asn'ng top!

A few people (including someone where I purchased
them) said the weight of the float should not matter.

Yes, it should, and my experiment proved it. The float,
at 20 percent lighter, was floating on the gasoline, not in
the gasoline. Think of a floatie toy in a swimming pool. It
floats on top of the water ... until you get on it, and it goes
below the water line. It’s still floating, but lower.

Well, my imported float had been riding much higher

in the carburetor, and no amount of shimming would

change that fact.

With more weight, the float rides lower (where it is
supposed to be) and is now doing its job. That said, I'm
going to purchase a proper float because I don't know how
long the Super Glue attaching the 6.5 grams of washers
will last in a gasoline environment. &
